4.  What is my Confirmation name and why did I choose it?

5.  What will I do in the future to live out my Confirmation commitment?
Please do not go down this list and write the letter per this form. The archbishop ask that your letters not be a form letter, that it be a personal letter to him from your heart. He expects you to have a prayerful discernment about the Confirmation process. He reads your letters.
