Your Passport:
The passport process:

1. Get Pictures taken for the Passport from
Walgreens, AAA, etc.

2. Fill out the Required forms and turn into the
Post Office or Courthouse (Be sure to bring two
checks and both guardians must be present)

3. They will take it from here and send you your
passport.

Note: this must be done soon to make sure you get it
back in time. It can take up to 2-3 months turn around for
you to get your passport back.

Immunizations:
The following Immunizations are
recommended for those traveling to Guatemala
by the US government:
1. Typhoid-shot 2.
2. Hepatitis A-shot
3. Hepatitis B-shot
4. Tetanus-Diphtheria
5. Malaria (pills taken before, during and after
trip)
6. COVID-19- This is currently RECOMMENDED
by Hearts in Motion to travel with them on this
trip.
